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Today I would like to challenge 
your thinking for a moment. 
Most of us read our Bibles on a 
regular basis correct? 
And most of us say 
that we love Jesus  
correct? And for the 
most part we can agree 
that we are trying to 
serve Him based upon 
how the Bible tells us 
to correct? Well some-
where along the way  a 
lot of us have been 
deceived. If we      
believe that Jesus is 
the Son of God, and 
that He died for our 
sins. His blood was 
shed so that we might live. God 
at no time asked for our opinion 
or our help on how to deal with 
the fall of mankind. God has 
never asked us for our thoughts 
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Desire is a craving strong 
enough to make one willing to 
sacrifice for what he or she 
wants. Just as praying must be 
learned, desire must be earned, 
and this is done by feeding on 
the Word of God and ignoring 
fleshly desires. A saint’s desire 
and prayer life are the first ele-
ments to come under the attack 
of the enemy.

Since prayer is not an automatic 
activity in the life of the be-
liever, I must concur with the 
concept set forth by one of Je-
sus’ disciples in Luke 11:1. “And 
it came to pass, that, as he was 
praying in a certain place, when 
he ceased, one of his disciples 
said unto him, Lord, teach us to 
pray, as John also taught his dis-
ciples.” 

Prayer must be learned and put 
into perpetual practice. There is 
no shortcuts or fast track to de-
veloping a prayer life. Satan, the 
enemy of  the soul of all believ-
ers, is a master at using our own 
ignorance as an effective tool to 
destroy our walk with the Lord.

The fruit 
which are the characteristics of our 
God, are to grow and increase with 

use. The more we use them and al-
low the Holy Ghost to reveal in us, 
the more we look like God.
